SIZE CHART

To determine your ring size, wrap a ribbon or string comfortably around your
finger, mark the intersection, measure the length, and look up the size in a
ring size chart. In the absence of exact measurements, opt for the next
larger size. Note that finger size can vary due to temperature, seasons, and
indoor/outdoor conditions. Measure at different times of the day and take
the average for accuracy.

If you already have a well-fitting ring for the same finger, measure
the diameter on the inside of the ring with a ruler or tape measure.
The number of millimeters you measure is the diameter size.
